Speaking further Mr. Saxena added that the new technologies of the Information Age making products and services evolve very quickly but the human diversity in age, culture and abilities making it difficult for all the consumers to take advantage of new possibilities of technologies.  The human diversity in age, culture and abilities poses challenges for all planners, designers, technologist and entrepreneurs, to focus their attention to the design for human diversity, social inclusion and equality. USID2009 is an attempt to discuss and share how Usability, Accessibility and Creativity can help achieving the concept of “Design for All”.
Raman Saxena also told that 10% of people worldwide are with disabilities.  How about If the Information and communication technology can create some aids and support system to empower the life of that population.  He mentioned that “Forum Nokia-USID Design Challenge 2009” which is being organized as pre-conference event offers an opportunity to the design/technology professionals and students to Empower to design  an aid or a support system using the information and communication technologies. Around 300 teams from more than 100 institutes/universities and professional organizations registered for the same. The winners of the same will be given away prizes during the Closing Ceremony of the Conference on 20th June, 2009. 
Raman Saxena mentioned that as one of the major focus of the USID2009 conference is Accessibility, therefore the closing ceremony of the USID2009 conference on 20th September is being organized as “Celebrating Abilities”. This event will also include a performance “Celebrating Abilities” by the differently abled performers of “Ability Unlimited Foundation” which is directed and choreographed by GURU SYED SALLAUDDIN PASHA, Recipient of the National Award from the President of India  for outstanding performance in the field of empowerment of persons with disabilities. Many eminent people from industry, Govt., Media and Social & Culture organizations has been invited to attend the closing ceremony on 20th Sep. at 3PM at Grand Ball Room, The Leela Palace Kempiniski, Bangalore.
